have one available in the event that this is required. 

From the Re-Opening Roadmap: 
Although masking will no longer be required under the public health order, some people may still 
wish to wear masks based on their own risk assessment and comfort level depending on the 
circumstances.  

 
Social Distancing, Cleaning and Disinfection 

 Physical and social distancing are not required, but participants may consider spacing and

 Porta-potties and commonly touched surfaces will receive enhanced cleaning and disinfection. 

 Volunteers will be briefed on public health prevention practices such as proper sanitization,
