Sanction Match judging starts at approximately 10:30; confirmation of entry will be emailed the week prior.  

Matches will be held indoors on rubber mats (matting will partially cover the full floor space)  

Please bring indoor shoes to protect the matted surfaces.  

Very limited indoor crating is available.  Parking is adjacent to the building.  

Sanction Match Classes:  As per CKC rules: An obedience (or rally) sanction match is a competition for dogs of six (6) 
months of age or older.  These dogs must be eligible for CKC registration as noted in Chapter 6, Section 6.1.1. Any 
qualifying scores earned in a sanctioned match do not count towards official titles.  A match is intended to be a learning 
experience for trial officials, judges, stewards and exhibitors.   

To save time, group exercises will be combined where possible.  Certificate cards will be awarded.   Dogs must have a 
CKC number to participate in the sanction match according to CKC rules.  

 -Sanction match runs must be run and judged like a real trial  
 -No training in the ring, no food is allowed 

- Harsh corrections, abuse or poor sportsmanship will not be tolerated.  Anyone caught doing so in or out of the 
ring will be asked to leave with no refund.
