Linda began in AKC conformation as a teenager with Australian Terriers. She
bred/owned/handled the first triple titled Aussie (conformation, obedience, earth dog). Salukis
entered her life 51 years ago and, from a small breeding program, there have been multiple
champions in the ring and field, including Specialty winners, Dual titlists, Tracking and Obedience
titled dogs.

Linda was the first person to earn the AKC UD on a saluki (2 individuals), and also earned
multiple Will Judy/Dog World Awards and all breed Highs in Trial in the US and Canada (and the
only Canadian UD titled saluki, we think).

Initially, Linda was approved to judge Salukis and Australian Terriers and currently judges BIS, Hound and Herding
Groups in the US, all levels of obedience and rally, lure coursing, and junior showmanship.

Linda is the only AKC judge fully approved for this combination of events. She has judged multiple specialties,
including having been twice selected by her peers to judge Conformation at the National Saluki Specialty. Out of
country assignments include Australia, Belgium, Canada, England, Germany, Finland, New Zealand and Sweden.

Debra Verzyl
Lure Field trial: All breeds except Basenji, both days

I got my first Basenji in 1993 and we found that we loved showing our dogs. When I went down to the Evergreen
Basenji Specialty the following year. Rust did her first JC run that summer and the following year she did her
second and took BOB at the Specialty Lure Coursing. I was hooked on the sport.

We bred our first litter 1996

George and I helped to start VILCA (Vancouver Island Lure Coursing Association) in 1997. Over the years I have
held most positions and have done most jobs at Lure coursing trials, including, President, Vice President, Treasurer,
Field Clerk, Trials Secretary, Hunts Master, Paddock master, running the concession.

We got our First Australian Terrier in 2000.

I started to work on my judging license in 2005 I was very lucky and was able to finish apprenticing all 10 breeds
that were eligible at the time. I also quickly managed to finish provisional judging 7 of the 10 breeds.

In 2007 Bonnie Goebel asked me to take over her position on the CKC Lure Coursing Council and I have held the
position since that time.

I love to watch the hounds run and hope I will be able to judge trials for many more years.

Lure Field Trial: Basenji both days

I’ve been involved with dogs since before I knew who I was. However, since
1979 I have been involved with Greyhounds. These dogs lead me astray to many
parts of the world. We took part in the show ring, racing, oval track racing, open
field coursing and Lure Coursing. Nearly all my dogs finished their lure coursing
championships. Ch. Windwood Count of Monte Cristo FCHX, Ch. Terrible
Tinker FCHX, CC (open field coursing champion), just to name my starter
greyhounds. Few will remember these dogs today but they are in the history
books — somewhere. I was very lucky with my hounds as they were well accepted
in the show ring as well as being good performers in the open field, on the race track and of course, lure coursing. I
still have the memories of all my greyhounds and the journey we took together, from Canada, to the US, to England,
my dogs and I led a life of adventure. ALCA has been my home club since 1979 when I first learned about Lure
Coursing.

Due to a lot of whippets and not a lot of judges around to judge them (most owned whippets and as you know, you
can’t judge your own dog) 1 started on the judging journey in 1984. The sport needed judges then and I think we still
need talented and dedicated new judges today. I would strongly encourage more people to take on this fun and
challenging task. Remember, you get the best view of all! Today, I no longer have greyhounds but I am still
interested in the running dog, and it is still fun to judge all the dogs presented on the field today.

This field is northeast of Sherwood Park. Shopping, gas & coffee are less than 10 min away.

Entrance to field has SVTA in big letters over the gate.
From South: Hwy 21 north to Township Road 534 (first north of Hwy 16) Turn right/East on Township Road
534 to Range Road 225 (approx. 2 km) Turn left/north on Range Road 225. Field is 1/2 km north of Twp Rd 534
on left.
From East: Hwy 16 West to Range Road 225 Turn right/north on Range Road 225. Field is approx. 4 km
north of Hwy 16 on left.
From West: Hwy 16 East through Sherwood park to Range Road 225
Turn left/north on Range Road 225. Field is approx. 4 km north of Hwy 26 on left.

EQUIPMENT AND FIELD CONDITIONS
This filed is a mown hay field, flat on the west side, sloping towards the road. An electric drag will be used.

CONDITIONS AND INFORMATION

e Rolling inspection — check in for inspection as you arrive, with your dog(s). It is your responsibility to take
your dog for inspection prior to roll call.

e Lure Coursing is a strenuous athletic pursuit that requires your dog to be in excellent condition. Your dog relies

on you to ensure this.

All hounds will be run in trios or braces, twice, unless excused, dismissed or disqualified.

Hounds not present at roll call will be scratched, and their entry fee will NOT be refunded. No exceptions.

All handlers MUST use a slip lead when releasing their hounds.

Hounds may wear muzzles and/or catch collars at the owner/agent's discretion.

Bitches in season and lame hounds will be excused and will have their entry fee returned if notice is given to the

secretary prior to roll call.

e  The Chair may excuse any hound from competition for any reason deemed justifiable.A $10.00 fine, payable to
ALCA, will be levied for any hound loose on the field at any time between Roll Call and the completion of Best
in Field Trial Conformation Show.

e  There is limited shade and no water available, so come PREPARED.
